TEMPORARY ROAD CLOSURE
Dear Sir or Madam,

Please be aware that Oakway Ltd have been instructed to work on behalf of Wildanet at the
following locations:

Cardinham, Millpool, Mount, & Immediate surrounding area.

UNDERTAKING THE FOLLOWING WORKS:

EXCAVATIONS IN THE CARRIAGEWAY AND FOOTWAY TO INSTALL UNDERGROUND
DUCT AND NETWORK FOR HIGH-SPEED FIBRE BROADBAND SERVICES.

Due to the width of the roads and for the safety of the general public, as well as our operatives
carrying out the work, it will be necessary for temporary road closures to be put in place. We
will endeavor, as much as possible, to reduce the impact on the area and local residents.

The works will take place from 07/05/2024 to 02/08/20/22.
